A THREE POINT TURN THAT WENT SLIGHLY
WRONG

The time is the mid 70’'s and | am the
master of the small cargo ship GEORGE
ARMFIELD, named after an Elizabethan
Artist. The ships previous name was the
WINCHESTERBROOK, the object of the name
change was possibly down to a catalogue

of various mishaps — some for serious

than others.

This incident happened when the vessel
was under my charge. | joined the ship in
Preston — bound for Northern Spain with a
cargo of scrap metal. After setting sail

on a Friday afternoon, we listened to the
Shipping Forecast — southerly force 10
for the Irish Sea, so for that night and
most of Saturday we sheltered at anchor
behind Anglesey. A good start — but worse
things happen at sea as the saying goes.

Having reached Spain — we delivered our
cargo and were sent elsewhere for another
one.

Some months later — the ship was bound
for Cork in the Republic of Ireland. We
had the Pilot onboard and were proceeding
up the last part of the harbour. | was on

the wheel and working the engine room
telegraph under the Pilot's advice, the
Chief Engineer was at the engine
controls.

The Pilot said we have to turn the ship
180 degrees around then go along the
quay. This was the equivalent of a three-
point turn in a car. As the harbour was

by now quite narrow, the ship being small
— we never took tugs.

It just consisted of going half ahead and
half or full astern on the engine. It was
one of the ahead movements that | noticed
from the wheel position and | remarked to
the Pilot that the ship was travelling
quite fast astern, considering we were
meant to be going ahead.

| rang double full ahead — the Chief
Engineer just opened her up more astern.
Leaving the wheel — | went down the
ladder to the Boat Deck and was yelling
down the open engine room skylight
“ahead, ahead” — but this was lost in the
noise of the engine. Possibly an anchor
was let go to hold the ship, but this
failed and we hit the concrete quay stern
first. This caused a nice dent and a gash

in the hull by the freshwater tank,
nicely pouring and losing our water.
Still it could have been far worse in
that there were no injuries or another
ship alongside.

Eventually we moored up and | went down
to the Chief Engineers cabin, were he was
sitting dazed on his settee. What
happened — | asked? Now we or | will have
to talk my way out of this one.

On the quay near the ship was a public
phone. Taking the Chief Engineer with me,
| rang up the ship manager in Cardiff —
and it went something like this:

Good morning Captain — this is the master
of the George Armfield. The good news is
we have arrived at Cork — unfortunately |
have a slight mishap to report. What
happened now — said the voice in Cardiff.
That ship is a floating disaster — tell

me about it | replied.

To end the story — they kindly accepted
that these things happen and the ships
ended up in dry-dock in Cardiff. She was
sold to foreign interests. She sailed
until 1980 and sank at anchor in a gale.
